The Cheriton area of Folkestone, Kent
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The Cheriton area of Folkestone lies two miles west of Folkestone town centre, ten miles south west of Dover, with Canterbury approximately 20 miles away. Cheriton is served by Folkestone West Railway Station (under 1 mile) which is shortly due to operate high speed rail services to improve commuter links to London.
 The northern entrance to the Channel Tunnel is located in Cheriton; there were also plans to restore the ferry service to Boulogne which would operate from the nearby Port of Folkestone although plans are currently on hold. 
Cheriton has become as increasingly sought after and established residential area over recent years, conveniently situated for the M20 motorway and many of the key towns in the East Kent area.
Cheriton is suitably placed to be serviced by two major supermarkets (Morrison’s & Tesco’s) both within a mile of the High St. The nearest main shopping centre is a few miles away in Folkestone, with Dover’s Charlton Shopping Centre 8 miles to the East. 15 miles North West of Cheriton is the renowned Designer Outlet Shopping Centre in Ashford, which offers 80 top branded stores.
Cheriton has five Primary Schools within its local vicinity. There is a selection of Secondary Schools within a two mile radius, two of which are Grammar schools with Sixth forms. Their performance results are significantly above the National average making these establishments extremely popular. 
The area offers two Doctors surgeries, several Dentist practices less than 2 miles away and three nearby Chemists. There are two NHS Clinics in Cheriton with the nearest Hospital under two miles away in Folkestone.
Due to its proximity to Folkestone there are a host of recreational facilities close-by, such as cricket, football, bowling and sea angling. There are two gyms within a mile of Cheriton and a swimming pool within three miles. The nearest Leisure Centre can be found in Dover, approximately 9 miles away. Just three miles from Cheriton, in Saltwood, lies Brockhill Country Park & Gardens, labelled as a Site of Nature Conservation Interest, the park is rich in wildlife and is a popular family orientated destination.
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
