Hythe, Kent
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Hythe is one of the five original Cinque Ports on the "Garden Coast" in the South East and is thought of as one of the prettiest coastal towns in Kent on a broad bay of the English Channel, four miles from the Channel Tunnel, four miles west of Folkestone and 16 miles south west of Dover.
Hythe is a popular retirement town, which is also within easy access to Ashford, via the M20, about 12 miles west, and Ashford has the benefit of a high speed rail terminal serving the Continent. The CTRL rail link from Ashford enables a journey to London’s St Pancreas station in less than 35 minutes.
A wide promenade overlooks a long stretch of beach, and over the English Channel to France. From the sea-front the town is on level ground, most of the immediate area is residential, but a five-minute stroll along Stade Street brings you to the Royal Military Canal.
The Town spreads up the hillside, at the foot of the hill is the old and narrow, bustling High Street, which offers a wide array of shops as well as a Waitrose supermarket. The area boasts several Primary & Secondary Schools with performance results above the National average as well as Sixth Form Colleges within a 4 mile radius.
Hythe offers its own NHS Clinic, many Doctors & Dentist practices, 3 Chemists, with an NHS Hospital under 5 miles away.

The Town and immediate neighbourhood contain many first-class facilities for recreation, such as golf, tennis, riding, bowls, squash, boating, wind-surfing, fresh-water and sea angling and swimming. There are 3 Gyms under 3 miles away and a leisure centre in nearby Ashford. The Royal Military Canal's banks provide many delightful walks, as does the varied local countryside.
Hythe is the Eastern terminus of the famous Romney, Hythe and Dymchurch Light Steam Railway, which runs parallel to the coastline.
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
