Dymchurch, Kent
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Dymchurch is a small village located on the south east coast of Kent at the very edge of the Romney Marshes, ten miles from the Channel Tunnel, ten miles west of Folkestone and 20 miles south west of Dover. Dymchurch is served by nearby Appledore Railway Station (under 5 miles) and benefits from being 5 miles from Lydd Airport, which offers travel to a selection of European destinations.
Dymchurch is a popular seaside resort, complete with holiday camp, caravan parks, light railway station and amusement park. The famous Romney, Hythe and Dymchurch Light Steam Railway  runs parallel to the coastline  affectionately known as ‘The World’s Smallest Public Railway' covering a distance of 13.5 miles from the picturesque Cinque Port of Hythe to the lighthouses at Dungeness.
Dymchurch has a blue flag awarded sandy beach stretching for miles toward Dungeness to the west and Folkestone to the east and is surrounded by mile after mile of flat countryside that is well suited to those who seek to walk or cycle. Dymchurch is within easy access to Ashford, about 12 miles north and Ashford has the benefit of a high speed rail terminal serving the Continent. The CTRL rail link from Ashford enables a journey to London’s St Pancreas in under 35 minutes.

Dymchurch is quite a large village which spreads along the A259 it has a wide range of services, and is mainly geared towards the holidaymaker. The nearest main shopping centre is in Folkestone about 6 miles to the East, there is a Sainsbury’s supermarket close by in neighbouring New Romney.
The village has its own Primary School with several others under a mile away. There is a selection of Secondary Schools within a 10 mile radius, most of which have performance results above the National average. Dymchurch offers 3 Doctors surgeries, a Dentist practice and a Chemist all under 1 mile away. There is an NHS Hospital under 10 miles away.

The village and immediate neighbourhood contain many first-class facilities for recreation, such as cricket, football, kite-surfing and sea angling. There is a gym in nearby New Romney, (under 3 miles) and a sports centre in Ashford. Just 15 minutes from Dymchurch is the Port Lympne Wild Animal Park, set in 400 acres, it incorporates an historic mansion and landscaped gardens with spectacular views of Romney Marsh.
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
