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HOME OWNERSHIP for people with LONG TERM DISABILITIES

H.O.L.D

What is H.O.L.D?

H.O.L.D is an innovative new housing option for people in receipt of long term benefits. It allows people with disabilities who under normal circumstances would be excluded from home ownership to part rent, part buy a property.  

It works in a similar way to traditional shared ownership with one crucial difference.  Usually a bank or building society will require evidence of a certain level of income before they will grant an individual a mortgage.  With H.O.L.D the individual will need only prove they are in receipt of income support before a mortgage can be secured.  

Current situation

We currently have Housing Corporation funding to deliver 6 units in South East London.  

If you know someone who has a long term disability and they meet with the following criteria, they might be eligible for H.O.L.D. 

· Have a long term disability, for example; Learning disability, mental heath problem, visual impairment, physical disability.

· Over 18 years.

· In receipt of or eligible for Income Support or Incapacity Benefit for 39 weeks.

· H.O.L.D. will better meet the needs of the individual than current accommodation.

· Have access to set up costs of around £3000.  
· Support/care package agreed.

· Clear credit history.

· Willing to engage with Housing Support Staff.

· Willing to engage with Mortgage Processor.
