Minutes
Mobility pilot. Assumption is that Southwark and Lewisham have completed between themselves, not overall.

Adrian has asked for Gill to be notified of nominations. No further  information available on Gallions’ properties; Gill and Adrian to chase.

Dave circulated report on private rented sector & agreement on sourcing out of Borough (agree PSL with host Borough, rent deposit mainly for DV/harassment cases or underoccupying/overcrowded tenants). 

MyChoiceHomebuy
Wendy outlined the scheme. Tenants are the priority, targeting the lower income band, selling 50% shares. Tower will notify landlords of sales. Planning 400 completions this year. Tower would like to visit all Boroughs & want to market to RSL tenants – including at meeting in July?
Need to agree priorities below tenants. Meeting felt this should allow for relieving overcrowding by prioritising junior households from over crowded households. Need to verify with Local Authority that applicant has some priority – application form asks for registration number.

If no housing need, register direct with HousingOptions. 

Reconciliation of bandings: draw one line to simply define ‘priority’ and ‘non priority’ at band a/b/c or 1/2/3. Drop band 4. Greenwich only has 3 bands so will lose band 3. HousingOptions will also take direct nominations for overcrowding cases.

Places For People are leading on the ‘OwnHome’ product. Will be marketed through HousingOptions (handout circulated at meeting with details).

Capital Moves
Watch this space post-election. [Note subsequent to meeting: CM policy group has been suspended pending review of political priority].

CBL update
Bexley has approval to implement. No current capacity to resource implementation.

Bromley goes live 1 September. Would appreciate examples from others of promotional material. Policy rewrite underway. Sue March in charge of business implementation.

Lewisham are rewriting allocations policy. Will ringfence relets for overcrowded cases.

Greenwich – overcrowding and underoccupation are the main priority.

Southwark - statutory overcrowded cases now band one. Now getting adapted units onto CBL system.

Equality Impact Assessment from SE London Housing Strategy seeks an overview of ethnicity of households on registers and being rehoused particularly via CBL.
Inter borough noms – Boroughs to update lists and add expected handover dates.

06/08 – need to reconcile against actual programme to show credits and debits.

Three Borough pilot 
Greenwich have had all that is due from Southwark, owe all five to Southwark. Give two to Lewisham, owe 3. Lewisham owe Greenwich 5.

Lewisham are clear with Southwark and will find 5 for Greenwich. Housing Needs have all the application information now. Jackie should be the contact (Gill to confirm).
Mutual exchange
Lewisham have joined House Exchange. Email confirmation to follow. Southwark will follow suit imminently. House Exchange to be invited to next RSL briefing.

Underoccupation & overcrowding
Nina has contributed to SW scheme. Likely to go their own way rather than join with SE.

Discussion on where overcrowding should be discussed concluded that there should be at expanded u/o sub-group reporting back to the noms group.

Seaside and Country Homes
At next meeting need data on who is going where. Claire Colquhoun to provide. It is very difficult to get information on the scheme.
