Dave still to do the reconciliation for 2006-8 and what will be rolled over in 2008/9. 
Capital Moves

Over-Crowding and Under-Occupation

Meeting of under-occupation subgroup was held a couple of weeks back and minutes are available. 

The current proposals as reported previously are:

· Priority for low cost home-ownership for junior households

· Extensions to properties

· Joint approach to using the private rented sector
The CLG want to pilot with rsls a scheme where junior households within an overcrowded home are offered an employment and AST package. Lynnette advised that Bromley had considered this suggestion but could not see any benefits, they currently have a GEN scheme to deliver sustainable communities which in their view is better.

Dave offered to go along with the pilot but not with an AST but a proper tenancy and time limited option. Issues were raised as to why this was only for rsl households, Dave advised could be anyone on the Housing Register who is overcrowded. Lynnette suggested that different client groups could be considered such as those leaving care.
Under-occupation project - Meeting held a couple of weeks back and minutes are available.
Leaseholders and under occupation - Gallions have found leaseholders who would be interested in selling to them and then being helped to move to a smaller property. Dave is trying to extend questionnaire used to other RSLs
Seaside and Country Homes

Previously minuted that Dave to get figures on where people are waiting for and where they have moved to, plus realistic waiting times for various popular destinations, and how many points are needed. To date SSCH have refused to provide this information and Dave has asked them to reconsider. John advised that Family Mosaic HA informed him that they do not get any information from SSCH .
