Minutes and matters arising

Training through SELHP sub groups

Homelessness Group has had good feedback on Fraud Awareness and Conversation Management courses – but yet to decide on whether or how to repeat them. There is a possibility that the fraud awareness course could be commissioned by Greenwich.
There is continuing interest in Homelessness law and Code of Guidance from Lewisham.

A further workshop should be considered to assist progressing work on a domestic violence protocol. 

Development training is being arranged via Family Mosaic Housing Group – one half day is fixed but looking for a 2nd one as well as a more ‘advanced’ session in the New Year.

Human Rights and Housing Law Update training

Feedback and attendance from Human Rights course has been received. This will be circulated – so will that from Housing Law Update once it is received.

Feedback has been positive but concern about level of non attendance.
Dave will pay invoices from trainers and for lunches and will invoice boroughs £100 for each name put forward.

Administrative procedures could be tightened up:

· Delegates to be given confirmation of places on courses by email at least 2 weeks before the course – even if details of joining instructions are sent subsequently. Training managers to be given names of delegates from their boroughs at the same time.

· Course material to be sent by trainers a week before course date

Further courses to be set up in February and May 2007

SELHP Conference 2006

This is due to be held on December 15th and to be based on an open day format but with a series of workshops also taking place. Will be open to a wider range of staff than usual and will allow for them to drop in for as little or long time as they like.

CIH Level 3 – Lewisham

9 people have so far signed up for this course provided over 39 weeks, straining in October, by Lewisham College. About 5 places are available – other boroughs may wish to negotiate with Judith about the cost. Could also be open to housing associations. Dave will bring this opportunity to the attention of smaller housing associations.
