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Chartered Institute of Housing National Certificate in Tenant Participation and Neighbourhood Renewal  
Who is it for? This certificate is a new qualification aimed at enhancing the skills of active tenants to enable them to participate fully in the development and management of housing services for communities. It is also suitable for residents and community activists who are involved in wider community/regeneration projects or for Community Development Workers.
What will you study? Students will study 6 units:
· The Policy Framework for Tenant Participation and Neighbourhood Renewal – an examination of housing and communities across the UK. Students will also consider the history of tenant participation and models of participation from outside the UK.

· Tenant Participation in the Housing Service- an examination of tenant participation in the local delivery of the housing service including tenant participation strategies.

· Housing Management and Development – a study of the role of participation in the context of different types of tenancies, rent setting and levels of service.

· Community Action for Neighbourhood Renewal – an examination of different models of neighbourhood renewal.

· Skills development for Tenants and Residents- this unit fosters the development of organisational and interpersonal skills emphasising the need for participation by all sections of the community.

· Project- students will examine in depth a chosen aspect of participation.

How will you study?

One day a week (Wednesday) and you will be assessed using a range of activities. There are no examinations.

What will it cost?

£700 approximately (fees are reviewed annually).This includes the College fee and the registration fee for the Chartered Institute of Housing. Students may be entitled to a reduction in fees depending on their circumstances.

Course participants are student members of the Chartered Institute of Housing which entitles them to receive copies of Inside Housing plus a range of other membership benefits.
