Who is it for?

This certificate is for those people not currently working in housing but considering frontline housing positions as a career option or residents wanting to understand more about social housing.
This Level 2 Certificate in Housing gives you the introductory skills, knowledge and understanding to work effectively within housing.
What will you study?

Students complete 4 units;
· What is housing?
A look at the housing stock of the UK and the roles played by social housing providers.

· Communication skills for housing
Essential skills for providing a quality service to a wide client group.

· Personal Development for People in Housing

A look at the skills needed to work in a range of housing jobs, where to look for vacancies, how to apply and how to deal with interviews.

· Participation in Housing
 A chance to try out a real housing job and reflect on what you learn from the experience.
How will you study?
One day a week (Friday) for 18 weeks. You will be assessed using a range of activities and there are no examinations.

What will it cost?

£400 approximately (fees are reviewed annually). This includes the College fee and the registration fee for the Chartered Institute of Housing. Students may be entitled to a reduction in fees depending on their circumstances.
